NFC 2008 – Day 3 Results
We’ve reached the half way stage of the 2008 National Futsal Championships with all states and territories eyeing off tomorrow’s quarter final and subsequent semi final berths before finals on Friday.

While not all can progress past the group stage, day three was vitally important for those teams who have their eye on the prize. Following a full day of futsal action there’s no doubt that some tired legs and sore bodies took to the court for another full on day of indoor mayhem.

With so many matches being played it’s tough to determine a match of the day, but if one had to be found, it was hard to look past this mornings match between the ACT Cobras and Victoria in the men’s open competition at the AIS Training Hall. Coming into the fixture, both teams were undefeated and level at the top of the table but something had to give. 
It was always going to be a tough encounter, unfortunately for Victoria, the ACT came out firing and took the three points with a 3-2 victory despite Victoria’s best efforts to equalise late. The NSW Lightening rubbed salt into the Vic’s wounds when they also came away with the points thanks to a 2-nil victory. The win moves the Lightening into a tie for second in the Men’s Pool B with only one pool game remaining. 

In the Men’s Pool A, both NSW Thunder and Storm are leading the way on 9 and 8 points respectively whilst the ACT Colts and Queensland City are hot on their heels with a couple games remaining.

In the Open Women’s division, the NSW Storm remains undefeated following their first five matches and therefore occupy top spot but NSW Thunder and Victoria are only a few points back. A few upsets will be order tomorrow if the other states and territories are to make the semi finals as the three NSW sides (Storm, Thunder and Lightening) and Victoria have a strangle hold on the top four with only a day to play before finals. Who finishes first in the competition could be determined by tomorrow’s stirring encounter between the Storm and Victoria kicking off at 2:30pm at the AIS Training Hall.

In the other competitions, NSW Thunder and Victoria continue to progress through the nationals undefeated following their strong performances in their own pools in the Youth Men’s comp. The Thunder are also flexing their might in the Girls Under 16’s and Boys Under 11 age group winning six from six and only conceding less than two goals a game. In the Girls 13’s, the ACT Cobras have recorded clean sheets in half their matches so far and have conceded only two from their four matches but along with the NSW Thunder  remain one point behind NSW Lightening with matches to be played this evening and tomorrow.

Final round robin matches kick off tomorrow at 8:30am with quarter finals and semi finals to take place in the afternoon and evening with finals all day Friday.
