OPEN MEN – DAY THREE
ALL TO PLAY FOR AS HOMETOWN COLTS FIRE
A double to all-action Taylor Beaton kept alive the ACT Colts hopes of a quarter-final place as the home team held Southern NSW to a draw in the opening match of the day in Pool B. Beaton’s double was influential in gaining two points for the Colts with Giovanni Leuzzi and Engelo Rumora scoring the goals for Southern NSW with a draw being a fair result.

And Beaton was at it again later in the day as the Colts reinvigorated their campaign with a 3-1 win over South Australia. Beaton scored from inside his own half seconds from time capitalising on a loose piece of goalkeeping from the South Australian number one whose run and pass were intercepted by Beaton who rounded off a fine win. Only a minute earlier the Colts has regained the lead via an explosive Adrian Dowling free-kick that rocketed into the top corner much to the delight of the home supporters. 

Scott Conlon’s team had led 1-0 at half-time after Jason O’Dwyer deflected in a fierce Callum Beaton shot half-way inside the first stanza. South Australia responded well with Liam Moller hitting the base of the post from no more than two yards after a goalmouth scramble before Raff Frisnia struck the equalising goal as the ACT team qualified for the last eight.
Following the action of the 2-2 Colts-Southern opener Victoria put down a further marker that they could go all the way in 2011 with a convincing 3-1 win over perennial title contenders NSW Thunder. The increasingly influential Victorian captain Fernando De Moraes was at the hub of everything creative Victoria put together and scored his third goal of the competition. He was joined on the score sheet by Andre Carlo Silva and Joa Da Silva. The Thunder, for whom Chris Zeballos netted a consolation, faced the ignominy of bowing out at the early stages after this defeat. 

However, an improved Thunder emerged in the afternoon with goals from Simon Keith, Daniel Fulton and Yavuz Ekinci leading the Sky Blues to a 3-1 success over their Southern NSW counterparts. Engelo Rumora netted again for Southern to give them some hope of the points but Thunder were simply too good. The remaining matches in the Pool between NSW Thunder and South Australia (late kick off) and Southern NSW and Victoria (tomorrow morning) would therefore be critical. 

In Pool A, Northern NSW recorded their first win of the tournament by seeing off the challenge of a plucky Tasmania 3-0 in the first of the afternoon’s action. Despite the dismissal of Alejandro Donaire for a shirt pull, Northern NSW dominated the game after seeing out the two minutes down a man. Hassem Tabatabaee gave Northern the lead in the first half and further goals to Luke Drinkwater and Pouria Bashardoust made sure of their maiden 2011 victory. 
NSW Lightning made sure of a quarter final spot with a thrilling 4-3 win over Southern NSW in a ding-dong match. Danny Martinez hit a brace for Lightning with Jordan Mundell and Daniel Fogarty getting their second goals of the competition. Christian Ristevski, Kane Edwards and Thomas Taylor replied for Southern who gave as good as they got in a physical encounter that had the crowd on the edge of their seat until the final whistle. 

And the ACT Cobras are also assured of a quarter final place as they rounded out their Pool matches with a convincing 4-0 win over Tasmania. The Cobras visibly looked a sharper outfit than previously as they systematically set about taking apart the gritty Tasmanians. George Cattanach slotted the Cobras ahead after a cut back by Misko Naumoski whilst Adrian Vizzari grabbed a brace, the first on the stroke of half-time. Naumoski himself completed the scoring with the fourth, his own fourth of the championships, close to full-time.
